    I want to tell you up front that I am writing this article for April’s Proclamation under a deadline.  If you are 
not sure how the Proclamation works, it is quite simple.

The other day Tripp had at least four forms that had to be turned in on a certain 
date.  Of course, Leila and I were just seeing these forms for the first time on the morning they had to be 
turned in.  I don’t know about you, but deadlines seem to always catch me by surprise, even though such 
deadlines are clearly marked on my calendar.  I am always rushed as the deadline comes closer, trying to get 
done what needs to be done. Never mind the fact that if I was better organized, I probably could have  
completed the tasks without being under such strain.  I have also noticed that many people, under such 
strain, will start to freak out.  So often, it is in such moments they make mistakes in whatever they are trying 
to accomplish. 

 

     Now I will be honest with you, I am not to the point where I am freaking out about getting my Proclamation 
stuff in to Sara.  She is kind and she will forgive me if it is a little late.  But in facing such a deadline, I give 
thanks that during Lent, as we move toward the cross, there are no deadlines because this is not about us 
and what we can do for God.  This moment is about God and what God has done for us.  There is no  
deadline, and because there is no deadline, I would encourage you to appreciate what is happening before 
us.   Take the time to be with God, to be with the church, to be.  Easter comes whether we are ready or not.  
Easter comes whether we are finished with our tasks, or we are just beginning.  Easter comes.

             Palm Sunday will be a unique morning service this year.  We want you to experience 

and meditate upon the days between the triumphal entry and the trial of Jesus. Because Palm 

Sunday marks the entry of Jesus into Jerusalem, we will process with singing while waving palms. Our order 

of service will be dramatically different because we want to highlight the activities of Jesus after he entered 

Jerusalem. We will have scripture readings and music that detail Jesus’ actions and the reactions of his disci-

ples and the people of Jerusalem.  It is so easy to turn the events of Christ’s life into theological abstractions. 

So, our hope is that by letting them speak for themselves, we will all know them at a deeper level in our 

hearts.  Thus begins the week that moves us from the  hosannas of celebration, to the hissing crowds calling 

“ Crucify him!,”  to the cross and then to the wonder of the Resurrection. 

 On Thursday evening we will have our Maundy Thursday service.  This is a commemoration of the 

last time Jesus was with his disciples.  On this evening, he instituted the Lord’s Supper and tried to prepare 

his disciples for the betrayal, trial and crucifixion to come. As a sign of impending death, the chancel and table 

are stripped and covered with black cloth. 

 Easter will be celebrated with flowers and beautiful music fit to proclaim the risen Lord.  There are ac-

tually seven Sundays of Easter so that it is almost the same length as Lent.  During this time, we will ponder 

the meaning of the Resurrection for our lives. 

So, as we have celebrated a Holy Lent, let us continue to shape our lives in Christ’s image by walking 

with Him through the events of his last week.  You are invited by Christ himself to observe the mourning and 

darkness of Holy Week so that your joy in the Resurrection may be fuller and deeper.

Michael Davis, associate presbyter of congregational development for Presbytery, will be coming to 
speak to us regarding new church development in Rutherford County.  With consideration to the growing 
Hispani population, LaVergne Presbyterian has offered the use of their building as a place for worship and 
as a starting point for a Hispanic new church development. 

The money from the donuts sold between services will go to help offset the costs for youth attending 
 conferences this summer.  On Saturday, April 9 there will be a Dinner and Cake Auction. Funds from this 
event will also go to offset conference costs.   

Currently, the church holds accounts at several local banks. These accounts include of certificates of

We will install an  
A-frame sign that will welcome visitors and direct them to the designated parking spaces.

Among the items being  
considered are the options of purchasing, leasing, or chartering a vehicle.

       Hollingsworth, Amy. The Simple Faith of Mister Rogers: Spiritual Insights from the 
World's Most Beloved Neighbor. Nashville: Integrity, 2005. Print.  791.4 H 

     Did you know that Fred Rogers, longtime host of the beloved children’s show Mister 
Qnfdqƍr Mdhfganqgnnc, was ordained by the United Presbyterian Church in 1968 as an 
evangelist charged with serving children and their families through mass media?  The values 
celebrated on the 900-plus episodes of his show include the importance of taking your time, 
the need for silence, the legitimacy of children’s feelings, and  that both you AND your 
neighbors are special.   

    In 1994, Rogers granted a rare series of interviews to Amy Hollingsworth, a Christian television writer,  
author and pastor’s wife, who had requested to speak with him about the role faith played in his lifelong work 
with children.  These interviews led to a deep family friendship which lasted until Rogers’ death in 2003.   
Material from the initial interview plus that from subsequent meetings and correspondences have been  
fashioned into this heartfelt tribute to a man who led a spiritually deep life while devoted to the well-being and 
happiness of his young television viewers.
